Admission is good for two visits
during the same residency, so visitors can come early to experience the work
in progress and later on to view the completed work, alongside additional
' works by the same artist.

A Window
to the Sky

James Turrell, an Arizona-based
artist known for his interpretations
of light and space, has created
"Skyspaces” for museums and
private collectors all over the -
world. Late [ast year, at Pomona
College, he completed the first
Skyspace in Southern California
that's open to the public.
“Dividing the Light” consists
of a metal canopy with a window
to the sky. At sunrise and sunset,
LEDs cover the canopy with
different colors, causing the color
of the sky to change from the
viewer's perspective. Benches all
around the edge of the canopy
allow people to take in the view

comfortably.
